Books by Freud and other psychoanalytic writers are included, as well as    
special sections on the  psychotherapy of children and on the use of the       
sandplay technique.  
 

The library, the only one of its kind in the city, serves the Jungian professional 
community and the general public as well. Membership fee is $50 per year or
